1. Launch the Notepad software and open your index.html file.

5. Add at least two more web sites of your choice to your list of links.

6. Emphasize the title of each web page in your list of links using bold tags.

7. Separate each section of your page with a horizontal rule.
8. Insert the appropriate anchors in the My Favorite Links section following the example below:

9. Insert the following named anchors as illustrated below (about, notes, assignments, links):

10. Create an index at the top of your page with links to these anchors.

a. Insert a horizontal rule below your name.

b. Within one paragraph, insert links to each named anchor as below:

11. Go online to Google’s Image search (www.google.com) to select an image you would like to include on your home page.  Download this image to your floppy disk saving this file with a short descriptive file name in a new folder called images.
12. Insert this image onto your page below your name.  Set the size of this image to 200 x 300 pixels (or 300 x 200) with a border of 5 pixels.  Be sure to use alternate text to describe your image for text-only browsers.  See the example below:
